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Abstract

Guanzi is a comprehensive work on the national economy, politics, culture and military in the ear-
ly days of China’s feudal society. It reflects an important ideological point in many materials re-
lated to economic management, namely, “limiting the gap between the rich and poor”. This paper
is based on previous researches, and systematizes the statements about the thought of “limiting
the gap between the rich and poor” in the chapters of Guanzi. It was found that the main reasons
for “the large gap between the rich and poor” in Guanzi were the extortion of wealthy businessmen
and the rulers’ failure to formulate and implement correct adjustment policies. Therefore, the
state should take corresponding measures in the aspects of economy, administration and social
security, so as to achieve the goal of “limiting the gap between the rich and poor”.
