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Abstract

The Sound and the Fury is a novel written by the Nobel Prize winner William Faulkner in 1929. It
has great influence in America, and in 1998, the Modern Library ranked it sixth on its list of the
100 best English-language novels of the 20th century. Faulkner was born in a Christian family. In
his works, a strong sense of religious ideas can be felt, thus this paper used archetype criticism to
analyze the biblical allusions in this novel. According to Northrop Frye, there are three types of
archetypes, which are the archetypal theme, archetypal character, and archetypal image. This pa-
per will deal with these three types of archetype of this novel on the Bible, and put emphasis on
the parallelism and displacement in each type. The conclusion is that Faulkner’s thought of re-
demption is apocalyptic.
