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Abstract

The research on academic discourse socialization has attracted much attention in the past two
decades. This paper is a review of studies related to second language (L2) oral academic discourse
socialization. The paper first summarizes the main assumptions of language socialization theory
and then presents a critical review of the major research topics, research methods and research
findings relating to L2 oral academic discourse socialization. Also discussed are future research
possibilities in this field.
