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Abstract

Scientific knowledge graphs which cover the literature of corpus-based discourse analysis in the
past 28 years were generated in this paper with the help of a bibliometric tool, a piece of software
named CiteSpace, and with the source data (1988~2018 (March)) from Web of Science database.
The major knowledge graph employed in this paper is the co-citation graph of corpus-based dis-
course analysis generated by CiteSapce. According to this graph, we found 9 major literature clus-
ters covering the main research aspects in the field of corpus-based discourse analysis and we
have analyzed these 9 clusters in detail. Important articles or books in each cluster were analyzed
in this process. Furthermore, we also analyzed those key points in the graph, which had high cita-
tion frequency, high centrality value, or high citation burstness value. Last but not least, we tried
to explore potential research hotspot by using the timeline function of CiteSpace.
