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Abstract

Puerto Rico and Hawaii, both American territory, have very different political identities: the for-
mer is a self-government commonwealth and the latter is an “overseas state” of the United States.
This difference has an important impact on the political interests and political rights of the two.
The essence is that unincorporated territory cannot enjoy all the constitutional rights as a state
does, which is the difference in legal status caused by the different legal paths in which the two
become United States territories. In the current situation, will their political identities converge or
remain multiple? Although Puerto Rico has held several plebiscites to join the US, its hopes for the
identity, “51st State”, cannot challenge America’s construction of its colonial identity and practical
considerations of economics, politics and culture, so the convergence remains uncertain.
