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Abstract

As one of the most popular international language proficiency tests, IELTS attracts a large number
of Chinese test takers and has a significant influence in China. There are many IELTS research stu-
dies, but relatively few studies have been conducted on its interactiveness. In terms of the test
takers’ perceptions and perspectives, this research paper explores the interactiveness between
test takers and IELTS, with a particular focus on how test takers perceive and how the topical
knowledge affects their IELTS test taking process. Also, this paper addresses whether IELTS de-
veloper has anticipated the proportion of topical is compatible with the test takers’ background
knowledge or not. By conducting nine semi-structured interviews, it is found that there is an im-
balance between the two types of knowledge. Moreover, there is a need for test developer to take
into account the test takers’ experiences. In the end, suggestions are provided for the involved
stakeholders.
