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Abstract

As a key factor of people’s high happiness and high life satisfaction, the relationship between
meaning and successful aging has attracted much attention. Successful aging means that the el-
derly achieve the best physiological and psychological status in their later years of life, and expe-
rience the happiness of old age have a higher life satisfaction. Meaning of life can be divided into
two dimensions: Presence of meaning and Search for meaning. The higher level of presence of
meaning in the aged stage, the greater the probability of successful aging, which reflects a positive
correlation with positive psychological quality. The search for meaning is different. In the later
years, the violent pursuit of meaning and the stage of the elderly’s integration are not compatible.
At this stage, the search for meaning reflects the lack of meaning of old age and the behavior of
searching for meaning usually brings depression, anxiety, irritability, which run counter to the
goal of successful aging, do not promote successful aging.
