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Abstract

Critical thinking skills are core competences of English discipline. Authentic English tests exert
backwash effect before and after the test. This study represents the attempt to show the differ-
ences of action frequency (critical thinking skills usage) between two most popular international
English tests in Mainland China, namely KET and TOEFL Primary (step2), which illustrate the dif-
ferent level settings of critical thinking abilities.
