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Abstract

The coordinated development of agricultural modernization and new-type urbanization are the
key stage to promote the synchronization of the four modernizations. It is not only an exclusive
way to change the dual structure of urban and rural areas, but also the key to solving the real
problems in agriculture for rural areas and farmers. Based on the actual situation of urban and
rural development in the three provinces of Yunnan-Guizhou-Sichuan (Yun-gui-chuan), this paper
analyzes the panel data of the ten years from 2008 to 2017, expounds the development status of
the two industrializations both in China and the three provinces. Besides, there is a summary
about the problems existing in the two industrializations of the three provinces, and then we out-
put conclusions. The recommendations promote the sustainable development of Yun-gui-chuan
economy and help build a well-off society in an all-round way as well.
