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Abstract

Small and micro enterprises have strong development vitality, which plays an important role in
promoting economic development and providing jobs. However, small and micro enterprises are
increasingly faced with financing difficulties and high financing costs. This paper studies the im-
pact of main-bank system in Rizhao on the debt financing cost of small and micro enterprises by
issuing questionnaires to the small and micro enterprises that join the main-bank system in Riz-
hao and making descriptive statistics on the survey results. Statistics show that after joining the
main-bank system, small and micro enterprises can obtain loans more easily than before, and the
debt financing cost of small and micro enterprises has been further reduced.
