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Abstract

In the 19th century, Britain became the first country to complete industrialization in the world.
Industrialization brings productivity progress, and also a very contradictory phenomenon, with
fewer resources and more population. As far as education is concerned, the majority of the middle
class in the UK cannot enjoy the necessary educational resources. Educational resources of Britain
must be redistributed. It is a trend to reconstruct the national education system. Green followed
this trend to reconstruct society through education. This paper attempts to explain how Green
carried out social reform by changing education from a macro-perspective, that is, the historical
background and a micro-perspective of the transformation of the right to education from a reli-
gious orientation to state intervention, that is, the specific practice of Green during his tenure in
the Taunton Committee and as a member of the Liberal Party. Green tries to weaken the solidity of
the British social class through educational reform. His educational thoughts have the religious
feelings of practicing universal values are the important driving force of Green's educational
reform.
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
