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Abstract

As an important linguistic form for epidemic prevention and control, publicity slogans have attracted
wide attention and heated discussion in the society. Guided by Fairclough’s three-dimensional
framework, this article analyzes 57 publicity slogans of COVID-19 epidemic from micro and macro
perspectives. Some thoughts and suggestions are proposed for publicity slogans of public health
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emergency from the perspectives of text, discourse practice and social practice. It is found that in-
tertextuality, recontextualization and pragmatic presupposition can stimulate the guiding function
of slogan. Appropriately using allusion and parody increases the appeal and makes slogans exert
positive social effects. On the contrary, slogans with excessive entertainment or irrational language
run counter to correct social values and fail to serve as a scientific guidance. In public health
emergencies, publicity slogans should still be implemented within the rule of law and civilization,
reflecting the belief in the rule of law and the empathy of compatriots.
