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Abstract

E-commerce has become a new engine of global economic development, but the relevant interna-
tional rules negotiation lags behind the needs of industrial and technological development. Decla-
ration on Global Electronic Commerce in January 2019 opened the prelude of the WTO e-commerce
negotiations, and by the end of 2020, the WTO e-commerce negotiations have made some progress.
However, the WTO E-commerce negotiations are still facing severe challenges. The major mem-
bers such as the United States and China have great differences in negotiation positions, and there
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are also differences in negotiation contents and negotiation modes among the members. China
should strictly abide by the bottom line of national security, actively participate in the WTO
e-commerce negotiations, and form a solid support for the WTO level rule making through the ac-
tive promotion of bilateral and regional cooperation.
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
