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Abstract

Since the 10th century, Jews have been scattered in various countries in Europe, establishing Jew-
ish associations and managing their own internal affairs. Medieval western Europe is one of the
main places in the evolution of Jewish history. Although the Jewish women have been boxed in by
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the view of “Male Superiority”, their social status has improved to some degree. Compared with
the Christian women living around, this change seemed more obvious. Due to the fact that educa-
tional rights and marriage life play a significant role in social status, this paper aims to analyze the
social status of Jewish women in western Europe in the 11th~13th century from these two aspects.
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
