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Abstract

Hannah Arendt distinguishes three different types of activity based on Vita Active that comprise
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labor, work, and action. Among them, “action” is the only activity that takes place directly with
others without intermediary, and corresponds to the human condition of plurality. Action also
means the innate ability of individuals to start new things. The space where action display is pub-
lic realm, actors in the realm are like the actors who must speak to reveal “who I am”, and at the
same time, “speech is what makes man a political being”. This thinking actually reflects Arendt
regards Aristotle’s “the life devoted to the matters of the polis” as the virtue, and even more the
praxis. One of Arendt’s most original conceptions is the idea of public realm. Public realm does not
exist naturally; they need to be artificially created by actors. Actually, Arendt does not set the
term—“speech act”; however, the researcher captures the heavy responsibility of action and
speech which Arendt empowers. The researcher therefore attempts to extract the significant con-
cepts linking to “action” from the Arendt’s readings, such as publicity, freedom, power, and
thinking, etc. so as to construct the underlying meaning of “speech act” in the public realm for-
mulated by Hannah Arendt.
