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Abstract

Tennis is a gentleman’s sport as well as a fiercely competitive sport. In the tennis competition, the
gain and loss of key points are related to the success of the players, while the grasp of the results
of key matches is related to the promotion and elimination of the players. This paper uses the
method of literature review, video observation, mathematical statistics and comparative analysis
to analyze Federer’s service routes, forehand returns, backhand returns, tactics and techniques
used in the stalemate stage after successful cutting and receiving and DEUCE stage during the crit-
ical points of key matches in the 2019 ATP final. The results show that: 1) In the key points of the
key games, the total number of serves is: the inside corner > the outside corner > center line, the
score: the inside corner > the outside corner > center line. 2) Total number of returns is: fore-
hand > backhand > cut, score: forehand > backhand > cut. 3) Total number of DEUCE serves is: in-
side > outside > center line, total number of returns is: forehand > cutting > backhand, score: ser-
vice points in zone 1 are greater than that in zone 2, return points in zone 2 are greater than that
in zone 1.
