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Abstract

The Zhong Jing poetry is the inevitable product of the poets’ cognition of the landscape image and
the geographical environment of the central capital in Liao Dynasty, which contains the poets’
subjective perception and cultural expression, and is an effective carrier to explore the signific-
ance of the central capital landscape. This paper takes the Zhong Jing poetry recorded in a specific
period as the research samples, combined with the content analysis method to study the cultural
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landscape images and local meanings contained in the poems. It is found that the cultural land-
scape images contained in “Zhongjing Poems” are rich in connotation and have certain local
meanings.
