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Abstract

“Five identities”, as the product of the blend of national spirit and the spirit of the times, is of great
significance to strengthen the leading position of Marxist ideology. The ideological and political
course in primary and secondary schools is the key to consolidate the ideological foundation of
young students, enhance their ideological awareness, cultivate their correct three outlooks, and
realize the mission of the times. Because of the special geographical location of the border area, it
is greatly influenced by the foreign ideology. Because the primary and secondary school students
in the border area are immature, they are easily controlled by the bad foreign culture. Therefore,
integrating the “five identities” into the ideological and political courses of primary and secondary
schools in border areas is the practical need to strengthen the guiding position of Marxist ideology
and consolidate the stability of border areas. At present, the integration of “five identities” into the
ideological and political course of primary and secondary schools in border areas is constrained
by the content of teaching materials, the teaching level of educators and the teaching methods. It is
necessary to innovate the teaching methods of “five identities”, create the explicit and implicit
teaching atmosphere of “five identities”, and optimize the quality of Ideological and political
teachers to improve the teaching effectiveness of “five identities” in the ideological and political
course of primary and secondary schools in border areas. This paper will take the primary and
secondary schools in Guangxi border areas as an example, based on the current situation of ideo-
logical and political education in primary and secondary schools in border areas, and on the law of
cognitive development stage of primary and secondary school students, to explore the path of in-
tegrating “five identities” into ideological and political education in primary and secondary schools
in Guangxi border areas.
