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Abstract

“Zhongjing poetry” is the general name of the poems and works created by envoys, emperors and
scholars who visited or passed through Zhongjing area after the Northern Song Dynasty. This kind
of poetry has a wide range of themes, such as travel experience, scenery, cultural exchanges, fron-
tier customs, personal emotions, etc. It is an inevitable product of the poet’s cognition of the land-
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scape image and geographical environment of the central capital of the Liao Dynasty. “Zhongjing
poetry” is mixed with the poet’s subjective perception and cultural expression. It is an effective
carrier to explore the landscape significance of Zhongjing area. Based on the “Zhongjing poetry” of
the Song Dynasty, this paper discusses the landscape image and local significance contained in the
poetry through content analysis. It is found that the author pays more attention to the geographi-
cal landscape of “Zhongjing poetry”, such as moraine, wind and snow, and is endowed with loneli-
ness, depression, conflict and other subjective emotions, forming a complex image of subject and
object blending. In addition, through the description of geographical landscape and emotional ex-
pression, it highlights the local characteristics of Zhongjing area, such as “jueyu”, “bitter cold”,
“sandstorm”.
