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Abstract

The modernization of rural governance is a dynamic and complex process. The development of rural
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tourism plays an important role in improving the modernization of rural governance. In the mean-
while, studying the influence mechanism of rural tourism on the modernization of rural governance
can provides a reference for the modernization of rural tourism and rural governance in similar re-
gions. Taking Mingyue Village in Pujiang County as an example, the article analyzes the characteris-
tic changes and influence mechanism of the transformation from traditional rural governance to
modern rural governance through the PSR model. Studies have shown that the development of rural
tourism has realized the renewal of the rural governance foundation and environment, and pro-
moted the modernization of rural governance. The main manifestations are as follows: The gover-
nance environment is more open, the relationship between governance subject and object is more
optimized, and governance methods as well as models are newly developed. In the process of pro-
moting the modernization of rural governance in rural tourism, it is necessary to pay attention to
deep integration with local characteristic industries and culture, do a good job in planning and coor-
dination, improve the level of public service supply in rural areas, and speed up the flow of cultur-
al and tourism talents to rural areas.
