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Abstract

Metaphors play an important role in political discourse, and politicians often use concise dis-
course to explain abstract political concepts. The Report on the Work of the Government is an im-
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portant political discourse representing the political policy of the Chinese government. Using
conceptual metaphors as a theoretical framework, this paper uses a combination of quantitative
and qualitative research methods to analyze the types and characteristics of metaphors used in
the 2021 Chinese Government Work Report and their effects, in order to reveal the political ideas
and social ideologies conveyed by the government. The study finds that: the use of metaphors in
the 2021 Chinese Government Work Report is very rich and shows a diversity of metaphor types,
among which architectural metaphors and machine metaphors are used more often; leaders use
conceptual metaphors to let people understand complex political terms through familiar things
and successfully realize their political ideas and concepts. It has some implications for the study of
political discourse and conceptual metaphors.
