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Abstract

With the continuous development of modern education technology, information technology has
been deeply integrated into the teaching process, and many new teaching methods have been
formed. “Hui Xue Xi” is one of the new teaching platforms. Flipped classroom is the reverse of
“knowledge transfer” and “knowledge internalization”. Its purpose is to cultivate students’ auto-
nomous learning ability. Whether this teaching method can be carried out in secondary vocational
schools is a question worthy of research. The school’s teaching reform has important practical
significance. By introducing the “Hui Xue Xi” platform into the course of Network Marketing Fun-
damentals in secondary vocational schools, and carrying out relevant teaching practices, it has
been verified that flipped classroom teaching is feasible in secondary vocational schools. The ef-
fect of flipped classrooms in enhancing the autonomous learning of secondary vocational students
is not very obvious, indicating that further improvements are needed in this regard.
