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Abstract

With the rapid development of Internet plus, big data, block chain and other high and new tech-
nologies, the higher quality requirements for business personnel training in colleges and univer-
sities are getting higher and higher. In order to improve the quality of entrepreneurship education
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for new business students in colleges and universities in China, based on the analysis and refer-
ence of research views at home and abroad, this study constructs an ecosystem model of innova-
tion and entrepreneurship education with business characteristics from four factors: curriculum
design, teacher allocation, enterprise practice and community organization.
