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Abstract
Under the lockdown of the epidemic, students cannot enter the school normally, all offline class-
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room teaching is changed to online teaching, teachers work from home, and students watch
teachers’ live or recorded lessons at home. The lockdown of the epidemic has brought new chal-
lenges to the class teacher’s management of the class. Different from traditional class management,
online teaching has increased the difficulty of communication between teachers and students, and
has also put forward higher requirements for the class teacher’s information technology literacy
operation level. As a result, the head teacher will encounter various difficulties in the management
of the class. Taking teachers working from home during the epidemic closure and control period
in Shanghai as an example, this article elaborates on the many difficulties faced by class teachers
during the epidemic, and proposes corresponding management measures, in order to provide
theoretical reference for relevant workers.
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
