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Abstract

Under the guidance of Critical Discourse Analysis theory, studies that explore the use of metaphor
in texts and reveal the underlying ideology are gradually becoming popular. Since Charteris-Black
proposed the theory of Critical Metaphor Analysis, domestic and foreign scholars have continued to
enrich the research in theory and practice, forming diversified research objects based on political
discourse and supplemented by economic, technological, legal, and multimodal texts. By applying
corpus linguistic methods, we can explore more about ideology, discourse strategies and identity
construction behind discourse. This paper reviewed the existing research on critical metaphor stu-
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dies at home and abroad, summarized the current findings from both theory and practice, and
made in-depth study from the following three aspects: research objects, research methods, and in-
terdisciplinary integration.
