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Abstract

Teacher’s professional development has long been addressed as a key issue among English pub-
lic-school teachers. This training course is designed for a group of Chinese primary language
teachers to help them enhance their teaching skills. The underlying rationale and principles,
training material, evaluation and management of the course design will be further elaborated.
