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Abstract

In order to explore how to use the standardized clients (SC) to evaluate students’ practical ability
and its implementation effect in the teaching of social work course, through the analysis of qualit-
ative research, the results show that the use of SC in the teaching of social work can better eva-
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luate students’ level of skill mastery; it can enhance students’ participation in the examination and
improve their learning enthusiasm; it is helpful for students to integrate theory and practice; it
can help students get familiar with the process of social work counseling and cultivate their clini-
cal thinking; it also helps to cultivate students’ professional attitude. However, there are some de-
ficiencies in the application of this method in teaching, which need the attention of teachers.
