On the Logical Evolution of Kant’s Concept
of Connection

Abstract

Kant’s reconstruction of the epistemological system is based on the transfer of the universal ne-
cessity of knowledge from the external objectivity to the internal subjectivity. This way of think-
ing, which reverses the relationship between subject and object in traditional epistemology, is
Kant's “Copernican revolution” in the field of epistemology. However, whether the subjective
thinking is in line with the objective objects in traditional epistemology or the path of thinking
that objective objects conform to the subjective thinking in Kant’s epistemology system, both sides
have to face the problem that how to adjust the split between the subject and the object. According
to this, traditional epistemology is divided into two camps: rationalism and empiricism, while
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Kant is committed to adjusting the contradiction between objective and subjective, and establish-
ing a bridge constructed by the transendental schema of imagination to connect the two areas
which appear to be split.
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
