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Abstract

Objective: The cultivation of positive self-concept plays a special role in the goal of children’s so-
cialization, and the parenting style has a direct impact on children’s development. This study ex-
plores the relationship between children’s family rearing patterns and children’s self-concept, which
enriches the research in this field to a certain extent. Methods: 306 children were tested with “Fam-
ily Rearing Style Questionnaire” and “Children’s Self-Concept Scale”. Results: (1) In addition to de-
mocracy, the other four dimensions of children’s family rearing patterns have significant differ-
ences among different children’s main dependents; (2) family rearing patterns have a significant
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positive predictive effect on children’s self-concept. Conclusion: According to the discussion and
analysis of children’s self-concept in different dimensions of family rearing patterns, it is found
that family rearing patterns have a predictive effect on children’s self-concept, so this paper puts
forward educational suggestions from three angles of teachers, parents and children.
