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Abstract

The Civil Code has adjusted the guardianship system to adapt to the modern society. However, it still
follows the provisions of the General Principles of the Civil Law on the issue of bearing the tort lia-
bility for the damage caused by the guardianship, which inevitably has many contradictions and ir-
rationality. From the perspective of guardian and ward respectively, this paper analyzes the irratio-
nality of current legal provisions and considers reasonable ways to bear tort liability in cases where
the ward causes damage, so as to better balance the interests among the victim, guardian and ward.
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
