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Abstract

In the context of the rapid development of the Internet and the comprehensive promotion of the
rule of law, the rule of law in the governance of the network society has become an internal re-
quirement for implementing the rule of law and maintaining the healthy development of the net-
work society. Although China has made remarkable achievements in promoting the legalization of
network social governance, due to the high freedom of network activities and the technical diffi-
culty of network supervision, China is also faced with practical dilemmas such as the lag and am-
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biguity of the legal norms of network social governance, the absence of self-regulation of network
service providers, the weak legal awareness of network social participants, and the shortage of
complex talents in network social governance. In view of this, China can solve the difficulties by
improving and updating the rule of law of network social governance, refining the code of conduct
of network service providers, enhancing the awareness of the rule of law of network social partic-
ipants, and focusing on training the compound talents of network social governance, and help the
development of the rule of law of network social governance.
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
