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Abstract
With the continuous development of aging population, rural elderly recreation demand is also in-
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creasing, and the contradiction between supply and demand is more prominent. In the context of
rural revitalization, the value of improving the supply of rural elderly service facilities and improv-
ing the happiness of rural elderly residents has become increasingly prominent. Based on this, the
paper takes Baoding City of Hebei province as an example, focusing on the current situation of the
provision of rural leisure and recreation facilities for the elderly, the form type, space layout, ser-
vice function and public management of leisure and recreation for the aged are analyzed and stu-
died, and then proposes countermeasures to optimize the supply mode of leisure and recreation ser-
vices for the elderly in rural communities, so as to provide a reference for the construction of leisure
and recreation system, aging supply and demand balance and rural facilities construction.
