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Abstract

Objective: Based on previous theories, a questionnaire on college students’ sexual attitudes was
developed to provide a more objective and realistic understanding of contemporary college stu-
dents’ attitudes towards sex. Methods: The author made a survey among 177 college students. Re-
sult: There is no gender difference in college students’ sexual attitudes in three dimensions: sexual
transaction, sexual knowledge, and sexual thought, but there is significant gender difference in
sexual behavior; College students are significantly more open in the dimension of sexual thought
than in the dimension of sexual behavior, and are significantly more open in the dimension of self
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than in the dimension of partner. Conclusion: The results showed that college students’ sexual at-
titudes were generally open. Men and women are generally similar in sexual attitudes. College
students tend to have a more open sexual attitude towards themselves, and tend to be conserva-
tive towards their partners. At the same time, it also shows the phenomenon of open mind and
conservative behavior.
