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Abstract

In The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism, Max Weber pointed out that individual occupa-
tion through individual labor has nobility and glory, which is also the core idea of Weber’s view of
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vocational duty. Weber has a systematic view of vocational duty, such as the concept of labor
attribute, the occupational view of labor division, the wealth view of fulfilling one's duty, and the
behavior view of restraining oneself and abstinence. Weber’s view of vocational duty has effec-
tively reformed the connotation of occupational ethics in the Western capitalist society, and at the
same time, it has an important reference significance and value for the construction of Chinese
citizens’ occupational ethics in the new era. In a word, Weber’s view of vocational duty can effec-
tively strengthen citizens’ professionalism, enhance their sense of responsibility, cultivate their
spirit of hard work and enhance their sense of dedication.
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
