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Abstract

In recent years, the new curriculum reform has put forward higher requirements for the teaching
of English writing in junior high schools. Reading-based writing has increasingly won the favor of
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the majority of educators and has become a hot topic in research. The author proposes to inte-
grate higher-order thinking into reading-based writing. The five basic links of “situation-driven-
advanced-output-evaluation” of the “high-order orientation” teaching mode are used to analyze
the specific characteristics of the teaching mode integrated into reading-based writing. And how
to integrate the “advanced orientation” teaching mode into the junior high school English class-
room is proposed through teaching fragments and examples. While promoting the all-round de-
velopment of students’ higher-order thinking skills, the author gradually guides students to see
the essence through phenomena and read discourse and writing.
