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Abstract

Under the background that the country attaches great importance to “four histories” education
and encourages the development of research trips, red research trips have the possibility of
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in-depth development from the epidemic situation and national policies, the red gene and cultural
tradition of Zhejiang, and the ideal curriculum for teachers and students and the current situation
of curriculum development. But at present, the red study travel is also faced with the dilemma of
the curriculum goal, the curriculum subject is fuzzy, and the curriculum evaluation is missing.
