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Abstract

In the context of big data, with the widespread rise of educational data applications, teacher data
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literacy has gradually become the core theme of teacher professional development in the new era.
This study conducted a systematic analysis of relevant literature on SSCI and CSSCI source journals
at home and abroad since 2015 from the perspectives of observation dimensions, influencing fac-
tors, and development trends of teacher data literacy. The results of empirical research on teacher
data literacy at home and abroad were summarized. Research has found that there is relatively
little literature on empirical research, and research attention should shift from focusing on teach-
er data literacy to focusing on teacher professional development; In addition, it is necessary to
continuously improve teachers’ teaching skills and data literacy, innovate and reform teaching
models, in order to effectively enhance teachers’ data literacy and promote their professional de-
velopment.
