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Abstract

With the intensification of the aging of the population, the advancement of urbanization and the
transformation of people’s life concepts, the problem of rural pension has become increasingly
prominent. Through combing the literature, it is found that more researchers pay attention to the
establishment and development of rural pension institutions themselves, and there are few lite-
ratures to study the economic dilemma, willingness dilemma and demand dilemma of rural elder-
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ly staying in nursing institutions. By exploring the rural economic level, national pension policies
and social hot spots, it is expected to improve the economic income of rural residents, improve the
willingness of the elderly to stay in elderly care institutions, and improve the service system of rural
pension institutions, so as to solve the new dilemma of rural elderly care and cope with the in-
creasingly serious problem of population aging.
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
