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Abstract

Joseph Conrad, one of the representative writers in the transitional period from the Victorian age
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to Modernism, has been noted for his works of symbolism and tragic elements, among which Heart
of Darkness is the most famous one that has been studied by scholars at home and abroad. The
studies mainly focus on narrative techniques, colonialism, feminism, and other themes in the nov-
el. This thesis, based on theories of narrative perspective and alteration, intends to explore the tran-
sition of narrative perspectives in Heart of Darkness and their effects. Subsequently, it will more
clearly reveal the thematic significance of the novel, that is, Marlow’s journey of self-discovery. The
main body of this thesis consists of two parts. Firstly, it introduces theories about narrative pers-
pective and alteration, including the classification of narrative perspectives, the definition of alte-
ration and its criterion. Part two analyzes two typical alterations and their effects in the novel.
Through analysis, it can be seen that the alteration from the first-person perspective to an omnis-
cient perspective helps to resolve limitations of the first-person perspective. It demonstrates
scenes and thoughts of other characters, which “I” in the first-person perspective can’t know.
Through this alteration, the plots can be supplemented and the thematic meaning can be en-
hanced. Meanwhile, the transition from a fixed first-person perspective to an omniscient perspec-
tive can give readers a kind of novel and unique experience, producing the effect of defamiliariza-
tion.
