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Abstract

With the accelerating transformation of society, there has been a significant migration of rural pop-
ulations to urban areas, leading to the growing prominence of left-behind and empty-nest pheno-
mena in the countryside, resulting in a substantial population of rural empty-nest elderly. Through
research in X Village, Qiannan Prefecture, Guizhou Province, it was found that the empty-nest el-
derly in this village are in a disadvantaged position regarding social support. They face long-term
issues such as a lack of daily care, emotional loneliness, and psychological solitude. Therefore, in
order to address the mental support needs of rural empty-nest elderly, this paper, from the pers-
pective of the theory of empowerment, proposes the construction of a social support system from
five aspects: individual, family, interpersonal, community, and environmental.
