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Abstract

Since the new curriculum standard, it has been advocated that each region should develop and
utilize local curriculum resources in combination with its own actual situation. It can be seen that
the new curriculum standards continue to penetrate into local curriculum resources and attract
more and more attention from teaching around the country. Through local curriculum teaching,
students can understand the history of their hometown, connect the reality of life with history, and
cultivate the core quality of students’ feelings of home and country. Located in the upper reaches of
the Yangtze River in southwest China, Chonggqing is rich in local history resources, which has cer-
tain advantages for the study of local history. However, according to the author’s investigation,
there is little development of local curriculum resources in history teaching in senior high schools.
Therefore, this paper discusses how to further develop local resources in history teaching in se-
nior high schools, so as to make local curriculum resources more conducive to history teaching in
senior high schools.
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
