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Abstract
High school mathematics is an important stage for cultivating young people’s mathematical lite-
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racy and mathematical thinking. As the widely used high school teaching materials, the mathe-
matics textbooks of the People’s Education Press and the Shanghai Education Press put different
requirements on students due to differences in their content settings. Mathematics reading ability
is a brand-new mathematical ability proposed by the new curriculum standards, which is reflected
in both editions of textbooks. How to choose appropriate teaching materials according to the dif-
ferences in the situation of regional students plays a key role in the overall quality of mathematics
education.
