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Abstract

This paper has explored the influence of the philosophy of the change view in Zhouyi on Traditional
Chinese Medicine theories. It suggested that the theory of “determination of treatment based in
pathogenesis through differentiation of symptoms and signs” of Traditional Chinese Medicine was
obviously learnt from the philosophy of the thought of Changes in Zhouyi study. It emphasizes the
interaction between Yin and Yang and individual differences of disease in clinical practice, and
promotes flexible treatment and changes with syndrom type, which is the essence of “de-
termination of treatment based in pathogenesis through differentiation of symptoms and signs”.
“Determination of treatment based in pathogenesis through differentiation of symptoms and signs”
of Traditional Chinese Medicine is in line with the changing view of the philosophy of Zhouyi, which
fully embodies the flexible system of traditional Chinese culture and emphasizes the flexible
humanistic spirit.
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
