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Abstract

Social security is the “safety net” of people, the “stabilizer” of social operation and the “regulator”
of income distribution. “Five social insurance and one housing fund” is the laborers’ guaranteed
treatment from government, which is important for students to pay close attention when they
search for jobs. The article divided it into the following three parts from the survey data analyzed:
the college students’ basic cognition of “Five social insurance and one housing fund”; the students’
demands of “Five social insurance and one housing fund” when they choose jobs; and how to
maintain the rights and guarantee that personal interests are inviolable.
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
