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Abstract

The current study investigated 289 hearing impaired adolescent students to figure out the rela-
tionship between coping style and social anxiety. The results showed that: (1) Compared with
healthy adolescent students, The hearing impaired adolescent students are facing more serious
social anxiety. (2) In coping style, there was no statistical significance in different grade. The posi-
tive coping score of male was slightly higher than that of female, the negative coping score of fe-
male was slightly higher than that of male. (3) Coping styles and social anxiety were positively
correlated. Positive coping style was negatively correlated with social anxiety, but negative coping
style was negatively correlated with social anxiety.
