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Abstract

The epitome of Japanese social culture in Izakaya is also a window for Japanese tourists visiting
Japan to experience Japanese social culture. The author believes that the izakaya is popular among
Japanese nationals and tourists, and the reason for its high popularity is the gentle culture of the
izakaya. This article explores the moderate culture of the izakaya from the “warmth” in the history
of the izakaya, the building of the izakaya and the design of the interior environment, the izakaya
cuisine, the “underage” used by the shochu house, and the “space expansion” of the izakaya. It is
also because of the inheritance and development of the traditional culture and the chamber cul-
ture of the izakaya, which is close to the family life. Different from other service industries, the
unique language use and relaxed atmosphere make the Japanese people feel deeply different from
warmth in the daily busy state.
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
