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Abstract

With the convening of the 20th National Congress of the Communist Party of China, the inheritance
and development of folk culture has become an important part of the development of contempo-
rary society and culture, and the revival of traditional folk culture has also become one of the im-
portant ways to promote socialist culture with Chinese characteristics. This paper takes Jingsan
Village as the research object to explore the historical origin, inheritance and development of
Luoyue culture.
