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Abstract

The teaching mode of “Post-Course-Competion-Certificate” is a teaching mode based on “1 + X” cer-
tificate system. In view of the current situation of College English for higher education, the teach-
ing practice has integrated and applied the teaching model of “Post-Course-Competion-Certificate”
guided by OBE theory. The effective integration of “Post-Course-Competition-Certificate” can be
