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Abstract
Since the construction of ecological civilization was proposed by the Eighteenth National Congress,
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the reform of territorial spatial planning has become more urgent for compound talents especially
after the comprehensive launch of land spatial planning. As practitioners and innovators of land
spatial planning, planning professionals have gradually shifted their professional requirements to
interdisciplinary integration. As a comprehensive planning major, human geography and ur-
ban-rural planning are also facing role changes and industry changes under the new policy back-
ground. Based on the reform needs of territorial spatial planning, this paper analyzes the current
problems in the curriculum system of human geography and urban and rural planning in colleges
and universities. We also demonstrate the necessity of its reform and propose relevant reform
measures. Our study could provide relevant reference for the reform of the professional curricu-
lum system of human geography and urban-rural planning in other universities, and strive to cul-
tivate compound talents that are more in line with the needs of national strategy and social de-
velopment.
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
