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Abstract

Continuation task is a new type of wring in NEMT, used to replace the error correction in an essay,
which is widely used and draw high attention. Based on error analysis theory, the paper focuses
on grammatical error analysis of senior three students’ continuation task and adopts the methods
of quantitative analysis, qualitative analysis and literature research. Then through error analysis
and classification on 54 continuation tasks of Wanzhou senior high school students in class 15,
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grade 3, the study analyzes and classifies the causes of the errors: Interlingual transfer, intralingual
transfer, learning strategies and other reasons. Finally, this paper aims to provide some well-
directed strategies for the teaching of continuation task.
